Treasurers Report for 2009

Penny Mackinder, Priory Park Road

BESt receives money from grants for a variety of green projects and activities  aimed at involving young people in the community and promoting alternative transport, particularly cycling. In 2009 we received money from The Office of the Third Sector and Brent Council , we also had money in hand from previous years. The money from Brent included a £100 prize for a photograph of one of our “Doctor Bike” Cycletastic events in Kiburn Grange Park which was felt to show the very best of local community engagement of young people 

We started the year with £  5,088 in the bank and ended it with £ 10,191.56

During the year we had income of £ 9,180 and expenses of £ 4075.81 The biggest chunk of that money was spent in connection with the cycling projects, of which the biggest chunk was taken up by the costs of insurance for events, training for cycle ride leaders and free bike fixing, and the equipment and parts for bike clinics. The cost of public indemnity insurance alone was £ 1,575.

The reason we seem to have a large surplus is because the grant funding year crosses two calendar years and the remainder will be available for planned projects during part of 2010.

We were very grateful for sponsorship from Westminster Property Services, which enables our volunteer editors to produce and distribute the newsletter. 

We own a few things, that show on the balance sheet as well, such as the bike stands, the trailer that carries the equipment, the gazebos and the wonderful Blenda Venda

1. Planters and Trees Lawrence Usherwood

The area around the telephone box on Hazelmere was discussed 

to improve this corner . It was supposed to have been included in the streets for people treatment but money had run out 

ACTION : Paul Smith is also looking at planting ideas  the corner of Hazelmere and Victoria

Trees 

The rest of the trees are going in within the next 3 -4 weeks

8 trees have been refused by residents  due to having experienced previous subsidence issues//or dislike of clearing leaves –alternative places are to be or have been found to position these in most cases . (not all 1 in Esmond and 1 in Priory Park Road ) 

2 trees set at the wrong angle were discussed

ACTION :Lawrence will instruct contractors to put these straight 

 Money has been found to pay contractors to water the trees this year and Lawrence reported that in 2-3 years the trees would be able to fend for themselves and will then be adopted by the streetcare section.

They will reach full potential growth in 15-20 years time most street trees growing from 7-10 metres and some on Post Box square t0 10 metres 

The fruiting trees will bear fruit in about 2 yrs .

Regarding the hoped for Orchard in the cemetery Bob Langford who manages the cemetery has said that this would not be possible as this space was needed for graves. 

Ryde House was mentioned as an alternative place to site fruit trees.

Children damaging trees at Tennyson was discussed 

Lawrence replied there is always some damage to trees and lower branches can be removed 

LU ACTION ? : Organise Lower branches of trees at Tennyson to be removed ? 

Ian Litchfield will be out of action for about 3mnths due to ill health and medical treatment. 

2. College of North West London

Threatened imminent closure of the college on Priory Park Road was discussed and residents urged to sign the petion .

It was noted that this will also impact on businesses in eh area . Students and staff were fighting closure and appealing to management to sell an empty college site in Wembley in order to allow the Kilburn site to survive . 

18 signatures were collected for the Save the College Petition. 

There is to be another meeting on 2nd June at Kingsgate community Centre –organised by staff and students

Suspect has pleaded guilty to all three offences and will remanded until sentencing.  The details are now in the public domain.
