50k Feasibility Study for a Streets for People scheme

The money will not start to be used until the beginning of April

It will involve:

· Engaging with the community to design the scheme. 

· Paying for consultants to facilitate engaging with community

· Creating a travel plan

Feasibility means: To see if it is possible. 

The key aspect of creating a travel plan is to create alternative possibilities to owning a car. (Car share schemes)  If there were to  be a commitment by at least 1 in 10 local residents  to reduce the amount of cars in the area by giving up car permits and supporting car clubs a travel plan could then be created. Such people might include those who use their car very little and who find a car expensive to run.  A travel plan would enable funding provision for shared cars which could be put into our local streets. By sharing cars this would give the possibility of open space in our streets.  

Car share scheme prices include petrol, insurance and maintenance. There are no monthly or annual fees so people  are not paying for a car  when not using it.  

Step 1 
Paying for an Engineer to initially scout the 11 streets and gather 

information about the area and any particular constraints.



Gather all information so far on previous consultation work. 

Step 2

Brief residents on May 1st at the next residents association 


meeting.



Map out what the procedure will be to engage community 


and involve professional/s to consult with community. 

The travel plan would provide a means for creating space for the streets for people scheme. 

Streets for People is a cheaper version of a Home Zone scheme but with S106 money included within available budgets can improve local streets.  

It could be incorporated into existing design on Hazelmere letter- box area and it is therefore wise to hold plans at this site.
