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BESt receives money from grants for a variety of green projects and activities  aimed at involving young people in the community and promoting alternative transport, particularly cycling. In 2010 we received money from NW London Community Foundation,and Brent Council , we also had money in hand from previous years. 

We started the year with £ 10,191.56  in the bank and ended it with £ 6,597.10

During the year we had income of £ 9,703.50 and expenses of £ 12,205.45 The biggest chunk of that money was spent in connection with the cycling projects, of which most was taken up by the costs of insurance for events and the purchase of the bike shed for £ 1,543.66, training for cycle ride leaders and free bike fixing, and the equipment and parts for bike clinics. The cost of public indemnity insurance was £ 1,470.

The reason we have a small deficit is because each grant funding year crosses two calendar years and we had a surplus at the end of 2009.

We were very grateful for sponsorship from Westminster Property Services, which enables our volunteer editors to produce and distribute the newsletter. 

We own a few things, that show on the balance sheet as well, such as the bike shed and all its racking and tools, the trailer that carries the equipment, the gazebos and the “Blenda Venda”
