Streets for People brief by Richard Lewis

Richard Lewis is overseeing the scheme 

Anthony Palourti coordinating the travel plan

There is a £50k budget  to develop the planning/consultation

The initial  surveyalready undertaken  of our streets proved that there are too many cars on ours streets to deliver a scheme . 

The scheme will not prove successful unless there is wide spread support.

As a community we must decide:

· How many streets we would like to work on .

· How we want to use our streets to be 

It is over to us.

(Richard suggested we look at Lonsdale Road to get a feel for a street which is about shared use for people.)

Step 1 

Set up a steering group of 6 people to work with the council of resident community who are committed “Engagers” 6-7 people and extend the group with 2 young people too  JOSIE TO ORGANISE
Must be representative, be good negotiators and want the scheme to happen

Step 2 

Steering group plans its role and selects a community engager such as,  “The Civic Trust”  or “Sustrans”

Step 3 

Steering group coordinates awareness/engagement/events/residents comments etc

(A modest budget is available)

A few people to put on events

Small amount of budget to help with photocopying and distribution

Get Sustrans onboard if we want them

Procedure

1 Initial round of awareness raising . set up a steering group

2 Develop and Implement a travel plan

3 Initial design workshop

4 Design Work

5 Implementation

Youth Services Elizabeth Rand Greaves

Elizabeth described the youth service Brent provide in Brent . None of this provision services the youth in our immediate area. 

The petitions presented by Best regarding loss of community space and the taking down of no ball game signs was discussed .  The scout hut is  a lost community space which has not been replaced. It is too expensive to buy .  

There are moves in Best to set up a more permanent bike project suitable for youth involvement.
